RE: Letter from NYS DEC Regarding Water Consumption

Dear Water Withdrawer:

Although New York is fortunate to have plentiful water resources, demands on these resources
are increasing substantially. These demands include population growth; increased water use for
commercial, industrial, and drinking water supplies, and pressures to keep water in stream for
fisheries and the environment. In order to gain more complete information for managing our
water resources, recently passed legislation requires that all significant water withdrawers in
New York State report their usages to the Department of Environmental Conservation
(Department) on an annual basis. -

Reporting of significant water withdrawals is already occurring in some portions of the state such
as the Great Lakes and Susquehanna basins expanding this policy statewide is critical to ensuring
long-term supplies of water to meet needs within the state.

As authorized by Title 33 of Environmental Conservation Law Article 15, any person who
withdraws or is operating any system or method of withdrawal that has the capacity to withdraw
more than 100,000, gallons of groundwater or surface water per day shall file a report with the
Department

The first of these annual reports must be filed on or before February, 1, 2010. Each annual
report, except for those pertaining to withdrawals for agricultural or public water supply
purposes, must also include a fee of fifty dollars payable to the Department of Environmental
Conservation (NYSDEC)

Only facilities that actually withdraw water need to report their annual data. Water amounts
purchased from another entity will be reported by that party. The form needed to report this
information can be found by accessing our webpage at: www.dec.nv.gov/lands/55509.htmi. It
can be completed by hand and mailed to-the Bureau of Water Resource Management or,
preferably, it can be completed and submitted electronically.

The first annual report, which is due in 2010, will need to include data only from May, 2009
through December, 2009. However, if data on additional monthly water withdrawals are
available, please include it. Subsequent annual reports must include twelve months of data.

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TITLE 33
WATER WITHDRAWAL REPORTING Section 15-3301 Water withdrawal reporting
§ 15-3301 Water withdrawal reporting

1 Any person who withdraws or is operating any system or method of withdrawal that has the
capacity to withdraw more than 100,000 gallons of groundwater or surface water per day at a
single tract of land, water source or place of business shall file a report with the department.
Such report shall be filed on or before February first, two thousand ten and every February first
thereafter. Any report filed in two thousand ten shall be based on those calendars, months
commencing after the effective date of this section

The report shall be made on a form and contain such information as may be prescribed by the
department and shall be based on the water withdrawals for the previous calendar year, and shall
include but not be limited to

(a) the water source, the location of the water source and the source capacity if known

(b) the amount of water withdrawn for the reporting period, including the average or peak
withdrawals for intervals specified by the department

(c) a description of the use of the water withdrawn and

(d) estimated amounts of water to be returned if any, the locations of such returns and the method
of such returns

2 The following water withdrawals are exempt from the reporting requirements of
subdivision one of this section

(a) a withdrawal for emergency fire suppression or other public emergency purposes,

(b) a withdrawal reported to the department under any program that requires the reporting of
substantially similar data, including withdrawals regulated pursuant to the Susquehanna River
Basin Compact the Delaware River Basin Compact the Great Lakes-St Lawrence River Basin
Water Resources Compact public water supply permits for Long Island water wells and permits
issued pursuant to section 15-1505 of this article The department shall record such withdrawals
with the information from water withdrawals reported under this paragraph

(c) closed loop, standing column or similar non-extractive geothermal heat pumps and

(d) reclaimed wastewater withdrawn for reuse
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3 All persons required to make a report under this title, except for withdrawals for an agricultural
purpose and for a public water supply purpose, shall submit to the department a Lee with such
report in an amount of fifty dollars For the purpose of this subdivision agricultural purpose"
means the practice of farming for crops, plants, vines and trees and the keeping, grazing, or,
feeding of livestock for sale of livestock or livestock products, and "public water supply
purpose” shall mean water use by a public water supply system

4 Revenue received from the reporting fees shall be deposited to the credit of the environmental
protection fund established pursuant to section ninety-two-s of the state finance law

After graduating with a
Masters of Regional Planning from Cornell University in 1982, Ms. Salomon became a Planner
with the Dutchess County Planning Department with responsibilities that included helping
prepare town master plans, municipal zoning ordinances, transportation plans and was also
involved with the creation of the county master plan, Directions in 1987. She has served as
Senior Planner and Transportation Program Administrator, where she managed the Department's
transportation planning program and served as staff coordinator for the Poughkeepsie-Dutchess
County Transportation Council (PDCTC) for over twenty years. During that time, she was
responsible for a variety of projects in communities around the County, including the City of
Poughkeepsie Transportation Strategy, the Hopewell Hamlet Pedestrian Plan and the Route 22
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Corridor (Pawling to North East) Management Plan. Recent projects have also included New
Connections, the County's long range transportation plan, the Transit Development Plan, the
Route 52 Alternatives Analysis and the Poughkeepsie Land Use & Transportation Plan Study.

Since September 2007, Ms. Salomon has served as the Assistant Commissioner of Planning &
Development - the number two position in the agency working directly with retired
Commissioner Akeley and all the department staff. As Assistant Commissioner, she has
managed a major reorganization of the Department's time accounting system in cooperation with
the Office of Computer information Systems (OC1S), improved oversight and reform of the
Division of Mass Transit and assisted with the transfer of the Medicaid Transportation Program
to a new broker, which has provided residents with improved customer service and will result in
taxpayer savings of more than $1.25 million.

Ms. Salomon, 51, who resides in the City of Poughkeepsie with her husband, Robert Cook
stated, "1 am honored County Executive Steinhaus has selected me to serve as the next
Commissioner of Planning and Development. I appreciate County Executive Steinhaus' support
and confidence, and I look forward to working on his agenda in this new capacity. With the
talented staff here at Planning and Development, we will continue our work for the County in
partnership with other County Departments, local governments, community organizations and
business interests."

WHEREAS, pursuant to Beacon City Code Chapter 31-2(D), assistant fire chiefs are to complete
the New York State 'Cause and Origin' fire training course within one year to be eligible perform
the duties of the assistant fire chief position in the Beacon City Fire Department; and

WHEREAS, experience and observation of the functions performed by an assistant fire chief by
Fire Department personnel Indicate that assistant chiefs no longer perform cause and origin
investigations and determinations as part of their duties, and that such work is satisfactorily
performed by other City fire and police personnel; and

WHEREAS, maintaining such a training requirement for assistant fire chiefs does not serve the
City's needs or the public interest, and has the effect of deterring otherwise qualified firefighters
from assuming the assistant fire chief position contrary to the public Interest;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED that completing the New York State cause and origin
fire training course shall be removed from the City Code as a requirement for the assistant fire
chief position.

NEGATIVE DECLARATION: REASONS SUPPORTING DETERMINATION

LOCAL LAW AMENDING THE CITY OF BEACON
ZONING LAW TO CREATE AN RD-1.7 DESIGNED RESIDENCE DISTRICT
AND REZONING CERTAIN PROPERTIES INTO THE NEW DISTRICT

The.Proposed Action involves the adoption of a Local Law creating an RD-1.7 Designed
Residence District and amending the City’s Zoning Map to rezone certain properties on
Branch Street and Bank Street from R1-20 and RD-6 into the new RD-1.7 District. The

properties to be included in the new RD-1.7 district comprise approximately 12 acres of
land.

The Proposed Action does not directly involve construction or other development
activities, and on its own, will not have any significant adverse impacts on the
environment. The Edgewater project mentioned below will undergo project-specific
environmental analysis in accordance with the New York State Environmental Quality
Review Act (SEQRA) when application for this project is actually made.

The proposed Local Law creating an RD-1.7 zoning district and the rezoning of
approximately 12 acres of land within 1/2-mile of the Metro-North rail station into the
new district is undertaken to locate higher-density residential development within walking
distance to public transportation to focus growth in and around the Main Street business
district as recommended by the Beacon Comprehensive Plan.

The Beacon Comprehensive Plan based its proposed land use plan and recommendations,
in part, on other studies, including the 1987 Dutchess County Plan, “Directions,” the
1996 Regional Plan Association’s “Third Regional Plan for the New York/New
Jersey/Connecticut Metropolitan Area, and the 2000 Dutchess County “Greenway
Connections.” These plans advocated, among other ideas, revitalization of the Main
Street business district, expansion of Beacon’s economic base, and location of new
compact mixed-use districts within walking distances from high-density residential areas.

The location and extent of the proposed RD-1.7 District follow the land use pattern
proposed by the Beacon Comprehensive Plan. The Plan recommends increasing density
in the R1-20 and the RD-6 neighborhoods to the north of the waterfront/station
neighborhood and in certain areas along Fishkill Creek and decreasing density in other
areas of the city. The total area recommended for decreased density is more than three
times larger than the area recommended for increased density. The land uses proposed by
the Comprehensive Plan are designed and located to generally reduce the number of
potential applications for new single-family home subdivisions in outlying or
