Mayor Gold requested to go into Executive Session to discuss litigation at 7:00pm.  Motion by Council Member Kelly, 
Second by Council Member Landisi.  Motion passes to go into Executive Session.  All Council Members Approved going 
into Executive Session

First Opportunity for Public Comments:  Pertaining to any, item Maximum time for this section is thirty minutes.  
Maximum time for individual Public Comment is Three Minutes: 

Lou Amoroso – 40 Vail Avenue – At last week’s workshop there was discussion on the impact of traffic and how much 
we paid, who is paying for the impact statements.  How to change 9D and get two lines in.  There are New York State 
Rules and Regulations on Planning and Zoning.  Mr. Amoroso stated that he was disappointed with all the chatter of a 
major railway from Buffalo to New York, including the Tappen Zee Bridge.  How will that impact the City of Beacon?  
There should be clarification from MTA on what is the real story on this railway.  A few years ago there was talk about 
the Miriam Bridge.  The City of Beacon could have water and sewer lines done for nothing if there was a vehicle passage, 
but because some people wanted to make it a walkway, and starve the residence in the development of the Polo fields. 
Now the City is looking at three hundred to seven hundred million of dollars to complete that project. 

Mr. Amoroso stated that the City of Beacon needs to start using the Politicians.  There were twenty six grants for the 
walkway in Poughkeepsie, in addition millions of dollars that was given by New York State for a walkway.  A building on a 
island down the road and now they want to put monies into that.  The City of Beacon is in dire need of money from New 
York State.  Last year the City put in one hundred and fifty thousand grants for a launch pad done at Long Dock.  The City 
really needs to do something about the creek.  The residences will be comprised with Emergency Services to get there.  
The grant writer needs to get going on getting grants for our City to earn her keep. 

 

Clark Gebman – 2 Wilson Street – Regarding the Development of the Waterfront.  As far as good opportunities the City 
could make colossal mistakes.  If in fact the allegiance and the loyalty of the Council could be questioned.  I will maintain 
public record requests for interest in the party who is the City is tonight to essentially make a thirty million dollar gift in 
the way of a Zoning Amendment.  Mr. Gebman brought up the Hiddenbrook property, another example of corruption 
and theft.   
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Yankowski , Stanislaw - 86 South Chestnut Street – Regarding the plans of Newburgh to have the trial of the terrorist 
who was involved with the 9/11 tragedy.   He suggested the Council to write a letter to the Mayor of Newburgh and the 
Council of Newburgh to get rid of this idea.  The City of Beacon does not want the terrorist in our area.  In addition the 
taxes in the City of Beacon have been increased quite a bit.  A suggestion on making money, walking down Main Street 
he sees’s hundreds of people speeding and not allowing pedestrians   to cross in the cross walks.  If a couple of Police 
Officers would observe this the City of Beacon could make hundred and million dollars a year in traffic violations.  In 
addition, the motor vehicle drivers will get the message to follow the City of Beacon Traffic rules.  He owns property on 
Ralph Street and when the busy hours began with the tourist from New York City with their cars, blocks Ralph Street, 
one cannot get out to Route 9D, and he is sure the same thing happens on Mackin Avenue.  This would be revenue for 
the City of Beacon to have a Police Officer patrol this area and give out summons.  These suggestions could bring the 
taxes down in the City of Beacon.

All interested persons and citizens shall have an opportunity to be heard on said proposals at the date, time and place 
aforesaid.  
 
Discussions: 
 
Clark Gebman – 2 Wilson Street – Regarding the zoning.  Mr. Gebman acknowledged the ex officio of the Council, 
Christopher Trent who is spoke person for the youth for the purity of the government that we all seek.  Mr. Gebman 
addressed Christopher saying “we all want honesty and to show the teachers of what government is supposed to be”.  It 
is up to the youth when they turn eighteen to get involved with your Government.  One should ask how much of the 
thirty million is going to the High School.   

 
Yankowski , Stanislaw - 86 South Chestnut Street – Spoke about the three hundred apartments on the Edgewater 
Property, and he feels there is no need for this.  He spoke to real estate broker stating that there are very few 
apartments available in the City of Beacon.  The Realtor stated that most of the apartments for rent go into the MLS 
listings.  Apparently there are enough available units, but not much business, and if the City can bring in two hundred 
jobs, there might be a need for this development at Edgewater.  But as of right know Mr. Yankowski stated that there is 
no need for this right now.  He is totally against this project. 

 
Mayor Steve K. Gold – explained that the developer is not involved in this stage.  An issue that was heard from Council 
Members is the access to the train station.  There was some interest in tying together this RD 1.7 Proposed Zoning 
change which is just north of the proposed TOD, and tying this with a staircase.  In deliberations of having the actual 
vote, people in the audience is not usually called upon.  But during the Public Hearing there is more flexibility to voice 
opinions.  Although the City of Beacon is not dealing with the developer right now, the City is only dealing with the 
Proposed Zoning change.   
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Thomas Gissen – Professional Plan Development – Regarding the staircase, was looked at for this particular property, 
the proposed zoning discussions had began approximately five years ago, with Comprehensive Plan Committee.  There is 
plenty of access to the train station.  This development is at the northern end of the parking lot.  There were discussions 
with Metro North with the possibility having an inter-connection.  The problem was the great height and if any one 
person would use.  A better alternative is connecting the site which has frontage on Bank and Branch Streets.  Where 
Branch Street intersects with Bank Street is part of the site.  Below is an aerial picture of this property. 

 
 
Basically there is the Metro North Train Station expanded over the past few years north along the Hudson River.  At the 
most northern end it abuts the Edgewater property.  There is a very sharp deep drop off from the Edgewater property, 
down to the parking lot.  See Map Below. 
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Mayor Steve K. Gold – stated that there was some Council Members discussed the possibility of a staircase putting into 
the actual zone to require this staircase, but there may be a better alternative.  Mr. Gissen replied that there is, use the 
existing sidewalks which the aerial shows that brings you right to the staircase which brings you up and over onto the 
Northern section of the platform.  The other advantage the TOD understandably is more of a longer process, which will 
be a much bigger project it will involve multiple developers it requires a quasi public agency, it does not have the ability 
to move as quickly.  At some point the northern end will be a construction site.   This simply involves bringing people 
down on to an existing public street and it involves building sidewalks and possibly stairs.  Council Member Kelly 
suggested having an elevator that brings you down to the parking lot.  Mr. Gissen replied stating that there is no 
structure there but there could be a standalone elevator.  There is a factor of cost, maintenance, insurance that it 
remains safe, etc. of the standalone elevator.  Council Member Mansfield stated that most of these issues will be 
evaluated at the planning stages, and how best the City can protect the interest of Beacon, in the zoning stages and 
what we can incorporate now in terms of mitigating additional congestion on Route 9D.  In the final draft Council 
Member Mansfield is hoping in the final stages of the zoning, we as a City will be doing everything in our power to 
encourage that whether it is when one buys a unit it does not necessarily does not come with a parking space.   Mayor 
Steve Gold addressed the City Planner, David Stolman asking if there was an elevator is it a RD 1.7 Zone issue, is this a 
TOD (Metro North) issue because it would land on the property of the TOD, or is it a site plan approval issue.  Mr. 
Stolman responded stating that it was a combination issue.  The City does not have a site plan for the TOD but in John 
Clarks, DC Planning and Development theoretical conceptual layout which he builds in the bottom of the mold with a 
parking structure, so the base of project where the buildings actually start is quite a bit higher than the existing grade as 
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of now.  Mayor Gold stated that the TOD zone will have to show some kind of connection to Main Street, so West Main 
Street does not become a dead end.  Regarding the parking issue, this is really an economic issue, he believes that the 
City should not get into any economics of and whether the developer prices the unit without the parking space, The City 
cannot get into the economics of the project.  Even it was written in the draft zoning, it would be impracticable to force 
it.   Mayor Gold questioned the idea of limited the amount of parking.  David Stolman stated that he would put it in the 
Zoning of the law as parking itself. 

 
Tom Gissen at this time wanted to address David Stolman, 1) typically a zoning ordinance has a limited amount of 
parking spaces required.  Every development that he has always had additional parking, reducing parking is not really a 
gift.  One must think what the market is going to look at.  What is going to be most marketable?  One does not build 
parking spaces that are not going to help sell or make the development work.  As Council Member Pasti pointed out is 
that is why people would move to this development, as it is commuter friendly.  The City of Beacon would need to 
realize that this is Beacon, not lower Manhattan.    Mayor Gold stated that because of time constraints the City of 
Beacon Planner has recommended that the parking issue be brought up at the Parking Code phase. 

 
Council Member Fredericks brought up the fact if a resident in the Edgewater Development have guest visiting where 
are they going to park.  Mr. Gissen stated that you have to designate one space per unit, and additional visitors parking.  
Further, Council Member Fredericks wishes to discuss this further at workshop.  

 
Jim Korn – 19 S. Brett Street – Looked at the various elevations involved in this property as well as the TOD.  It is very 
misleading to look at forty feet in terms of this property and think that is the end of the story.  The height of the 
property may be approximately as high as the end of Main Street.  So the forty feet may be part of this elevation.   Just 
getting to the corner of the property is just taking you up a third of the way.  If in fact the height of Edgewater is one 
hundred and twenty feet that is almost as high as East Main Street.  Mr. Korn believes this should be in the zone so it 
encourages people from the start to get to and from the train without using their car. 

 
Justin Riccobono – 30 Bank Street – Mr. Riccobono lives on the top of Bank Street and there is no way I would drive my 
car to the Train Station.  A shuttle may work in the actual project.  It takes approximate ten minutes to get to the train 
station.  Personally he feels the grade is not an issue, but may be for some other citizens.  It will be very convenient for 
the people who will be residing at the Edgewater Development. 

 
Lou Amoroso – 40 Vail Avenue – He was under the assumption that this was a Public Hearing, which turned into a 
presentation.  With the handouts there should have been pictures up on the wall, or everyone should of had a handout, 
so we the people know what is going on.  In addition, about six months ago he believes he mentioned there should be a 
story pole put up so people could know the difference between five, ten or twenty feet, etc. so one can get an idea of 
what forty foot looks like out in the open.  What I have heard this evening is for basically for people who walk to the 
train station.  I have not heard one thing about handicapped access other than an elevator to bring these people down 
fifty feet. 

 
Hank Dutch – 98 Spring Valley Street – He stated that he likes the idea of the staircase, and elevators scare him, as he 
has been in a similar type elevator in Brooklyn and in the City and it is pretty scary to ride these elevators.  If the 
stairway is gracious meaning has landings as you go along with benches and wide enough then it becomes a real 
attribute.  Personally he feels the Comprehensive Plan has a few toxic aspects to it.  Three hundred units is too many for 
that hilltop.  He was very gratified to see the way this body has been open and going back in forth in dialogue.  He 
further stated that he is encouraged with anyway the Council goes with it. 

 
 Council Member Mansfield – With the final draft of this Proposed Local Law on Zoning of RD 1.7 we as the City will do 
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everything to encourage that when somebody buys a unit it does not necessarily come with a parking space as it is an 
additional luxury, if you choice not to drive, one is encouraged, your unit does not include the cost of a parking space. 

 
Motion by Council Member Fredericks, to close Public Hearing, Seconded by Council Member Pasti. 
 
Discussions regarding closing this public hearing:   
 
Council Member Kelly if the Council votes in favor to close the Public Hearing, then there would have to be a motion to 
approve the local law, or a motion to table it.  Mayor Gold confirmed. 

 
Council Member Pasti stated that if in fact the Council would close the Public Hearing, then the constituents would not 
have the opportunity to voice their opinions.  City Planner state if in fact the City Council feels that they would like to 
close the Public Hearing on Proposed Local Law of a new Zoning of RD 1-7.  If the Council has any desire to close this 
Public Hearing and if the Council would like to make significant substance then another Public Hearing would need to be 
arranged. 

 
Mayor Gold stated that if in fact the plans are to allow an elevator and or escalator that would be a significant change 
and another Public Hearing would have to be arranged.  David Stolman confirmed.  Another alternative the Council can 
finish the RD 1.7, and then address the section of the zoning whereas, the City can have the parking, elevation changes, 
etc., but this would require having another Public Hearing. 

 
Council Member Casale asked if the Council decides to adopt the Proposed Local Law adding the Zone of RD 1.7, as the 
Council has been discussing this for a very long time.  Council Member Casale envisions the Council changing the 
regulations of an elevator or a staircase, and it could take a considerable amount of time.  If the Planner goes to 
Planning Board and there is no plan in place for the elevator or staircase, the Council cannot hold the developer up.  
David Stolman stated that he believes that is not exactly the case.  Council Member Casale questioned then why does 
the Council have to enact on this Local Law tonight.  If the developer is not racing to the finish line and go to the 
planning board, then Council Member Casale questioned why can’t the Council get all their ducks in order and then 
when the Council is satisfy with the Zoning Change then the Developer can go to the Planning Board.  Mayor Gold stated 
that all the developers Edgewater, Fishkill Creek, etc. all have been very patient, and that the Council has discussed this 
several times, and the Council still has the change to address the parking and any other issue that arises at a later date.  
Mayor Gold further stated that there have been many agenda items and the Council should move some of them, so we 
the Council can start working on other issues.

Member Casale – no, Council Member Fredericks – yes, Council Member Pasti – Yes, Mayor Steve Gold – yes.  Six ayes,

Vane Lashua – 95 Liberty Street – Regarding the continuing funds to the BCC and is in fully support of the Newburgh 
who has offered to combine services for our youths in the City of Beacon.    Council Member Casale mentioned the 
Swimming Pool, one item that is very annoying that there will be no swimming for our youths during the summer.  There 
is a program in Beacon High School for teaching swimming, one of our recreation facilities for our youth is the Riverpool, 
which is free, this is not swimming it is a wonderful time to spend some quality time with their children.  Somehow if the 
Council Members can bring this swimming activity back to life, it is thirty five thousand dollars for a program, as he 
understands to get the pool open and to provide for supervision, lifeguards and maintenance.   It sounds like a Mercedes 
Benz cost, but somehow, some organization should step up to the plate, and provide pool service for the summer.  It is 
ridiculous to not have a public pool around.  Especially when there are summer programs for Clear Water, Scenic 
Hudson, and summer programs from the City of Beacon Youth Services Programs.  I encourage all and the City of 
Beacon, City Council to support keeping the BCC/Successor open to help the City to pride us with that service for the 
community.

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Jarmay - Formed a parent action community to keep the BCC from closing, whatever the parent can do to help this 
organization.  Kevin White has offered to help.  Council Member Pasti responded that it is only in discussions as of right 
now.   This organization has been in operation for years, which I attended and Mom was part of the NCO, instead of the 
youths being turned to negative actions, as when youths become older it is very important to keep the center open, so 
the youths can stay focused on positive activities.  There was a plan to do a 911 fund raisers, which they have not been 
able to advertise, in addition, planning on a penny drive.   On Saturday, February 6th at the Beacon Community Center 
from three to seven, bring your pennies or anything as they would like to donate.  In addition, there are many residents 
in Beacon that do not even know about the Beacon Community Center as they are new residents.   I am a parent and 
need an after school program. 

 

Niseen Almore – 27 Hammond Plaza -   Thanked Jarmay for taking the lead on the Beacon Community Center.  Basically, 
I am here to tell you this is a trust issue for our youth, that the Council Member stated that there were fifty or so that 
attending the BCC.  Those youths were trusted that somebody would be there on their watch and insure programs 
remain healthy and that the organization was fiscally and physically and every other way of all aspects was going to be 
maintaining the BCC that would be appropriate for the youths to attend, especially with the afterschool program.  On 
December the 29th parents were notified that BCC would be closing, which was alarming as these children rely on these 
programs.  I humbly request that the BCC kept open for our youth in the City of Beacon. 

 

Clark Gebman – 2 Wilson Street - Regarding Developments and Council Member Kelly’s comments.  It is a shame that 
the BCC representatives have to come before the Council to plead to keep youth centers open for the youths in this 
community.   Council Member Casale has done a lot of work for the youth in this community for quite a long time.  The 
Taxpayer is probably saying where the money is going and accounting controls.  Mr. Gebman donated one hundred 
dollars for starters.  I would even give one hundred a month if I was informed that the money is being spent wisely.  One 
has to have it in their heart to make the right decisions.   

 

Lou Amoroso – 40 Vail Avenue – He would have to say that tonight would prove that the Council and Mayor constantly 
ask for input along with volunteers.  One, is a group of people put a lot of time in with rules and regulations which was 
passed by another group who have researched this.  And tonight with a stroke of a pen it will be eliminated.  In addition, 
changing the Zoning RD 1.7, trust me I would like to go on record to say that before the building is even build down 
there, there will be an impact on the City that residents to that area that you think Hiddenbrooke and the Settlement 
Camp were little kids.  Just with the traffic that goes down Tompkins Avenue or up Bank Street to get that old house 
out of there, the people will be in here especially the Spring when there mud will be up to their axles, bringing it up 
and down the highway,   I thought the City was looking for Open Space, and we have Open Space for somebody to get 
fat, some cat will get fat. 

 

Yankowski , Stanislaw - 86 South Chestnut Street – Would like to apologize to the Mayor and all the Council Members, 
as I am not familiar with how the City Council works.  I was not trying to turn this into a tea party.   Was shocked how 
few residents are in attendance.  If anybody is watching, come on down and put your input in.   I was not being frivolous 
about the terrorist trials.  I assume that I am talking for a vast majority of the City Residents but possibly all of them.  We 
do not want the trial in Beacon nor in Newburgh.  Suggestion to send a letter to the Mayor of the City of Newburgh 
and/or Homeland Security.  Write a letter to President Obama requesting that they do not come here bring the terrorist 
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to Gismo if the liberal’s objects have the terrorist put on a the Military Truck on CNN and have them broadcast it.  Then 
we the people can see that the Military is being fair to these people.

Local Laws and Ordinances 

RESOLUTION 13 OF 2010 – LOCAL LAW 1 OF 2010 - AMENDING CHAPTER 31, SECTION 31-2(D) OF THE BEACON CITY 
CODE TO DELETE THE CAUSE AND ORIGIN REQUIREMENT FOR ASSISTANT FIRE CHIEFS 

BE IT ENACTED by the City Council of the City of Beacon as follows:  

Section 1. Title. 

This Local Law shall be entitled "A Local Law Amending Chapter 31, Section 31 D(2) of the Beacon City Code to delete the 
requirement that Assistant Fire Chiefs complete the Fire Cause and Origin training course." 

Section 2.  Intent and Purpose 

The City Council finds that the Cause and Origin training course for assistant fire chiefs is no longer necessary as a 
required qualification for the assistant chief position. "Cause and Origin" fire investigations are being performed 
satisfactorily by other fire and law enforcement personnel. The present requirement for assistant chiefs has the effect of 
deterring otherwise qualified firefighters from the assistant chief position contrary to the public interest. 

Section 3. Deletion 

Section 31-2(D) is deleted from Chapter 31 of the Beacon City Code.  

Section 4. 

Chapter 31, Section 31-2 (D) states: "The Fire Chief and assistant fire chiefs shall have completed or acquired within one 
year of assuming the position the New York State Fire Behavior and Awareness course and, with respect to the Fire Chief 
only, the State Fire Cause and Origin course." 

Section 5. 

This law shall take effect upon its filing in the Office of the Secretary of State. 

Motion by Council Member Kelly, to adopt Local Law, Seconded by Council Member Pasti. 
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Discussions: 

Mayor Steve Gold stated that this is a local law and not a resolution.  In addition, for any comments regarding that this 
is being changed for one person that it is absolutely false.  The reason for the revision of this local law is for the best 
interest for the City of Beacon.   Through our discussion, through the discussion that I have had I firmly believe that this 
particular course is not necessary that the assistant Fire Chief does not every go through the efforts as part of the duties 
to do cause and origin.  This is function that is performed by the Police Department.  Any incident Fire Commander can 
request the assistance of the City of Beacon Police Department to come in to investigate.   It is nothing personal against 
this individual, but it is better government to put this law on the table to vote on.  It is the Fire Advisory Committee 
recommended that instead of changing Charter that this City Council waive the qualifications for this particular 
individual.  I understand their reasons for that. They do not feel it is a good reason to change the Charter right now.  The 
problem with this, is the City Attorney has been consulted and there is no power that the Mayor or Council to waive any 
requirement that is in the Charter. 

Council Member Kelly supports this Local Law, and agree that the Council should not be making laws for one individual.  
Looking at this as a service point of view having this person in this position without that requirement I think it increases 
the service that we provide, since this one particular individual is not involved in the cause and origin investigation it 
seems to me it would be an appropriate change in our code.  I also agree with the Mayor that it is not a good thing to 
waive the code.  If you find the Code is not working it is better to change it and not waive it. 

Council Member Sara Pasti had initially had some reservations, as I do not like to change the Charter unless the Council 
really has to.  I was assured by hearing from Lieutenant Tim Dexter along with the members of the Fire Department this 
would be detrimental to the service.   The requirement of the assistant chief is very broad on the cause and origin.  I was 
assured that this would not cause harm to our Fire Service.   

Council Member Fredericks read the letter from the Fire Advisory Board:  (See letter below) 

Mayor Gold; 

This note is to follow-up on our conversation today on the subject of reinstating Chief Lahey to the position as First Asst 
Chief without changing the City Code vs. going through the process of changing the Code and then reinstating Chief 
Lahey. 

The Fire Advisory Board (FAB) met on the 27th of Jan. and reached a unanimous decision to recommend the following 
action is taken; 

1. DO NOT change the City Code and reinstate Chief Lahey to the position of First Asst Chief for the following 
reason(s) 

a) The fact that the City has invested a significant amount of money to have a complete review of the Fire 
Department completed by Mid-year, including the review of the educational requirements required to 
hold the office of Asst Chief as well as Chief. As such we are talking about a 4/5 month timeframe on a 
requirement that will have no impact on the operation of the Fire Department. In addition it will not 
jeopardize the safety of the Citizens of Beacon in any way, shape or form, nor will it adversely affect the 
men and women of the Fire Dept 

The City of Beacon has at its disposal qualified personnel within its ranks as well as qualified personnel in 
the Police Dept. In fact the Police Dept is the lead member of the Beacon Fire Investigation Team. In 
addition, at the request of the City is the Dutchess County Fire Investigation Team. This pool of skills is 
more than adequate to support the City of Beacon's code requirement to bridge a short span of time 
until the study is completed. This Fire Dept has lived in this condition for over twelve years and has 
never had to relinquish its responsibility nor has it put its Citizens or property at risk 
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b) Chief Lahey has over 30 years of experience which more than compensates 
what is required to initiate a Fire Investigation. 

c) In light of sensitive issues that are facing the Fire Dept as we speak, the FAB 
feels it is not only prudent but within the responsibilities of the Mayor to insure there is not a leadership 
gap at a critical time in the Fire Dept operation. These issues could accelerate quickly to an emergency 
level and we need to be prepared. 

d) The FAB is aware of many of the issues that you are confronted with but we 
believe at the end of the day this is the right decision to make and it will withstand any challenge, no 
matter how large or small. In addition, we do not believe making this decision would be divisive to the 
Fire Dept nor the Citizens it protects. 

e) In closing, Chief Lahey should be advised as to the longevity of this assignment 
and that his future may be dependent on the outcome of the Consultants review of the Fire Dept He 
may be required to attain this certification in order to continue as Asst Chief.

Council Member Fredericks feels that the Council should wait for the study on the Fire Department prior to enacting on 
this Local Law.  First we slapped his/her hand, and now regarding this person. 

Mayor Steve Gold stated that by lifting this requirement from the Charter is not a function of the Assistant Fire Chief 
does.  By lifting it will allow the Assistant Fire Chief to operate and/or any other person that might be qualified by the 
Assistant Fire Chief and this is from many people’s perspective.  The City is better off have the Assistant Fire Chief 
working then taking any punitive action that would take place if the Council was to keep this in the Charter. 

Council Member Landisi supports this change in lieu in the fact that the Assistant Chief has not been involved in any 
investigations, and feels confident that the City of Beacon has qualified staff to handle this job. 

 

Council Member Fredericks abstained, as Council Member Fredericks does not fully understand as of right now, and 
would like to talk to the Chief and the assessment of the study to fully understand this. 

Six council members voted yes. Motion passed to adopt Local Law.

We do not know where the buildings will be specifically, or how many building 
there are going to be etc.  So there have to be a “project specific environmental analysis” at such time when an 
application is made for the project itself.

The 
gentleman who presented to the Council last week from BCC stated that this money will pay for payroll for two weeks, 
which is three thousand dollars, and stated that there is a possibility that BCC will file bankruptcy.  I do not throw money 
at organizations that state that they are going to file bankruptcy.  There are three thousand youths that this Council 
needs to worry about, maybe this Council should look to unify and make it work for all three thousand youths.

CITY OF BEACON BETWEEN JPK ENVIRONMENTAL, INC. 

This Agreement is entered into this ____ day of February, 2010 by and between the City of Beacon (“City” or “Owner”) 
and JPK Environmental, INC. (“JPK”) for services to be provided by JPK to the City with respect to the City’s  Wastewater 
Facility.  

SCOPE OF SERVICES 

1. JPK supervision services shall be provided by Joseph P. Klopchin, JPK Environmental Inc., Certified Wastewater 
Operator.  

2. Owner shall provide “hands-on” operations of the facilities with supervision by JPK Environmental, Inc.  JPK is 
responsible to the City Administrator in the conduct of its operations. 

3. Staffing shall include: one part-time supervising operator – 5 hours per day/ Monday – Friday.  The supervising 
operator will not be on duty on holidays or weekends except as called in by the City for emergencies, and shall 
not receive payment for non-working holidays. 

4. Preventive maintenance review by JPK Environmental, Inc.  Normal preventive maintenance and repair (i.e. 
packing adjustment, packing replacement, gasket replacement, etc.) by owner’s employees. Major repairs (deep 
well pump failure, transfer pump failure, electric motor failure, electric or electronic controller failure, etc.)  to 
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be accomplished by owner’s personnel, independent contractor  or repair service, at owner’s expense, with 
operations supervision provided by JPK Environmental, Inc. employees, at appropriate rates (see Item 5).  
Necessary capital expenditures (including equipment parts and pipeline hardware inventory) recommended by 
JPK Environmental, Inc. to be purchased and paid for by Owner as budgeted restrictions allow. 

5. Any facility or pump station downtime requiring a JPK Environmental, Inc. employee’s presence for the purposes 
of supervision of repair, shall be considered an emergency situation (operator $75.00/ hour) billed on a  
separate invoice, on a case by case basis, after prior consultation with appointing authority provided such repair 
takes place after regular business hours only.  JPK Environmental, Inc. employee time will be billed for only the 
hours actually worked.  There will be nothing billed for holiday work unless such work is otherwise requested by 
the appointing authority. 

6. All normal regulatory interface to be by JPK Environmental, Inc. including regulatory agency tours of the 
facilities, permit applications and monitoring report forms, including ensuring compliance with NYSPDES permit 
requirements.   Any regulatory interface, which appears to be beyond standard procedures, will be discussed by 
JPK Environmental, Inc. and the Owner prior to JPK Environmental, Inc. action.  JPK Environmental, Inc. agrees to 
indemnify and hold harmless the City, its elective and appointed officials and employees from liability claims, 
damages, expenses, fines or legal fees which are caused or occasioned by the negligence of JPK Environmental, 
Inc.  This provision shall not be construed to require JPK Environmental, Inc. to indemnify the City, its officials or 
employees from damages resulting from their sole negligence.  See Exhibit A annexed hereto and made a part of 
this Agreement. 

7. In-house (process) laboratory work to be performed onsite by Owner’s employees and/or performed by outside 
laboratories, as determined by the City of Beacon. 

8. Work of a housekeeping nature (grass cutting, floor washing and painting) to be performed by owner’s 
personnel.  Paint, as necessary, to be selected and purchased by the Owner and performed by the Owner’s 
personnel. 

9. All necessary chemicals (i.e., chlorine, poly electrolytes, etc.) to be purchased and paid for by the Owner. 

10. Operator will give assistance in the preparation of the annual reports, annual budget and rate recommendations 
as required by Owner.  JPK Environmental, Inc. shall be responsible for awareness of and meeting NYS reporting 
and compliance requirements at the site. 

11. All operators shall be New York State certified.  The services provided shall be conducted in accordance with 
professional standards of care, skill and diligence normally provided with respect to similar professional services. 

12. JPK Environmental, Inc. will provide supervision necessary to keep a parts inventory and running parts account 
so as to enable the City to determine what parts are needed and where parts are being used. 

13. JPK Environmental, Inc. upon presentation of its invoice shall be reimbursed by the Owner on a monthly basis at 
the rate of $65.00 per hour for a daily total of $325.00 (Three Hundred Twenty-Five and 00/100 Dollars per day). 

14. JPK shall support and assist facility personnel in appropriate and required training, including assisting personnel 
in better understanding their jobs and responsibilities. 

15. JPK has been informed and understands the City’s wastewater treatment plant’s operations and requirements.

WHEREAS, the City of Beacon Dog Control Officer is empowered to seize dogs pursuant to the provisions of Agriculture 
and Markets Law § 118; and 

WHEREAS, this Agreement applies only to dog(s) seized by the City of Beacon Dog Control Officer; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to Agriculture and Markets Law § 118, dogs seized by a Dog Control Officer are required to be 
properly fed and watered during the applicable redemption period; and 

WHEREAS, DCSPCA maintains a kennel for boarding dogs and other animals at its office located at 636 Violet Avenue, 
Hyde Park, New York, 12538; and 

WHEREAS, the CITY wishes to contract with DCSPCA to provide shelter for dogs seized by the City Dog Control Officer 
upon terms and conditions hereinafter set forth. 

NOW, THERFORE, it is hereby agreed by and between DCSPCA and the CITY as follows: 

1. I. RECITATION INCORPORATED. These recitations above set forth are incorporated in this Agreement as if fully 
set forth and recited herein. 

2. TERM OF AGREEMENT. This agreement shall be become effective immediately upon signing by the Town Board 
of the City of Beacon and shall continue until December 31, 2010. 

3. BOARDING AND VETERINARY CARE. DCSPCA hereby agrees to provide boarding and any veterinary care as 
required by the Agriculture and Markets Law for all dogs seized by the City of Beacon Dog Control Officer as 
follows: 
A. All dogs seized by the City of Beacon Dog Control Officer shall be delivered to the offices of DCSPCA at 636 

Violet Avenue, Hyde Park, New York 12538; 
B. Each dog so delivered will be held for a minimum of seven (7) days before adoption when not identified as 

per applicable by State Law; 
C. Dogs that appropriately identified as outlined by State Law will be held for a minimum of eleven (11) days; 
D. All dogs will be evaluated by DCSPCA staff to determine if a dog's disposition and temperament will enable it 

to be adopted; 
E. If the dog is determined to be adoptable, it will be placed for adoption by DCSPCA 
F. DCSPCA reserves the right to handle the final disposition of dogs redeemed to be unadoptable within the 

Mission Statement if the DCSPCA. 
4. FEES. The CITY will pay DCSPCA for each dogs as follows: 

A. For dogs not indentified whether or not reclaimed within seven (7) days, a rate of $25.00 per day, one (1) 
day minimum, for a maximum of seven (7) days will be charged; this fee shall include all boarding. 

B. For dogs identified whether or not reclaimed within the eleven (11) day hold period, one (1) day minimum, a 
rate of $27.00 per day for a maximum of eleven (11) days will be charged, this fee shall include all boarding. 
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C. For dogs that have been seized due to a dangerous dog order by a Court of confident jurisdiction there will 
be fee of $40.00 in addition to any and all daily boarding fees, payable by the CITY upon disposition of the 
dangerous dog action. 

5. RECLAIM/REDEMPTION OF DOGS 
A. DCSPCA process reclaims/redemption of dogs at its office and at the following hours: 

1. Each day from 11:30A.M. until 4:00P.M., and on weekends from 11:30 A.M. until 4:00P.M., and only 
when the CITY is not otherwise open and the owner is not able to reclaim dog(s) from the Town. 

2. The CITY will process all other reclaims/redemptions of dogs on weekdays from 8:30 A.M. to 4:00P.M. 
B. The CITY will process reclaims/redemptions of dogs as follows: 

1. Upon payment of the redemption and boarding fees, the CITY will issue the pink copy of the Agriculture 
and Markets Department form DL-18 to the dog owner or designee, which will evidence that the CITY 
has received all reclaim/redemption fees; 

2. The owner will pay boarding fees to the CITY 
C. The owner will pay any/all other fees due the DCSPCA as follows: 

1. Additional boarding- $27.00 per day if dog not picked up same day as redemption; 
2. Rabies Shots-$25.00;

Dear Water Withdrawer: 

Although New York is fortunate to have plentiful water resources, demands on these resources are increasing 
substantially. These demands include population growth; increased water use for commercial, industrial, and drinking 
water supplies, and pressures to keep water in stream for fisheries and the environment. In order to gain more 
complete information for managing our water resources, recently passed legislation requires that all significant water 
withdrawers in New York State report their usages to the Department of Environmental Conservation (Department) on 
an annual basis. - 

Reporting of significant water withdrawals is already occurring in some portions of the state such as the Great Lakes and 
Susquehanna basins expanding this policy statewide is critical to ensuring long-term supplies of water to meet needs 
within the state. 

As authorized by Title 33 of Environmental Conservation Law Article 15, any person who withdraws or is operating any 
system or method of withdrawal that has the capacity to withdraw more than 100,000, gallons of groundwater or 
surface water per day shall file a report with the Department 

The first of these annual reports must be filed on or before February, 1, 2010. Each annual report, except for those 
pertaining to withdrawals for agricultural or public water supply purposes, must also include a fee of fifty dollars payable 
to the Department of Environmental Conservation (NYSDEC) 

Only facilities that actually withdraw water need to report their annual data. Water amounts purchased from another 
entity will be reported by that party. The form needed to report this information can be found by accessing our webpage 
at: www.dec.ny.gov/lands/55509.html. It can be completed by hand and mailed to-the Bureau of Water Resource 
Management or, preferably, it can be completed and submitted electronically.

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The first annual report, which is due in 2010, will need to include data only from May, 2009 through December, 2009. 
However, if data on additional monthly water withdrawals are available, please include it. Subsequent annual reports 
must include twelve months of data.

WATER WITHDRAWAL REPORTING Section 15-3301 Water withdrawal reporting 

§ 15-3301 Water withdrawal reporting 

1 Any person who withdraws or is operating any system or method of withdrawal that has the capacity to withdraw 
more than 100,000 gallons of groundwater or surface water per day at a single tract of land, water source or place of 
business shall file a report with the department. Such report shall be filed on or before February first, two thousand ten 
and every February first thereafter. Any report filed in two thousand ten shall be based on those calendars, months 
commencing after the effective date of this section 

The report shall be made on a form and contain such information as may be prescribed by the department and shall be 
based on the water withdrawals for the previous calendar year, and shall include but not be limited to 

(a) the water source, the location of the water source and the source capacity if known 

(b) the amount of water withdrawn for the reporting period, including the average or peak withdrawals for intervals 
specified by the department 

(c) a description of the use of the water withdrawn and 

(d) estimated amounts of water to be returned if any, the locations of such returns and the method of such returns 

2 The following water withdrawals are exempt from the reporting requirements of subdivision one of this section 

(a) a withdrawal for emergency fire suppression or other public emergency purposes, 

(b) a withdrawal reported to the department under any program that requires the reporting of substantially similar data, 
including withdrawals regulated pursuant to the Susquehanna River Basin Compact the Delaware River Basin Compact 
the Great Lakes-St Lawrence River Basin Water Resources Compact public water supply permits for Long Island water 
wells and permits issued pursuant to section 15-1505 of this article The department shall record such withdrawals with 
the information from water withdrawals reported under this paragraph 

(c) closed loop, standing column or similar non-extractive geothermal heat pumps and 

(d) reclaimed wastewater withdrawn for reuse 

3 All persons required to make a report under this title, except for withdrawals for an agricultural purpose and for a 
public water supply purpose, shall submit to the department a Lee with such report in an amount of fifty dollars For the 
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purpose of this subdivision agricultural purpose" means the practice of farming for crops, plants, vines and trees and the 
keeping, grazing, or, feeding of livestock for sale of livestock or livestock products, and "public water supply purpose" 
shall mean water use by a public water supply system 

4 Revenue received from the reporting fees shall be deposited to the credit of the environmental protection fund 
established pursuant to section ninety-two-s of the state finance law

On January 15, 2009 around mid-day, an 82 yr old woman was mugged and robbed of her purse.  She sustained facial 
injuries as a result of the attack that required medical treatment.  The incident occurred in the area of Key Foods on 
Main Street. Officers responded to the call and rendered aid to the victim within moments, but the perpetrator had fled 
the area on a bicycle.  Officers located a potential suspect in the vicinity; however, a positive ID could not be made at the 
time.  
 
Through the diligent efforts of the detective division, evidence was gathered that led to further scrutiny and eventual 
the positive ID of the initial suspect.  A search warrant was obtained and subsequently executed at the suspect’s place of 
residence yesterday morning (January 26th.)  He was taken into custody and the search of the residence led to the 
discovery of evidence tying him to the robbery/mugging/assault, as well as evidence from numerous recent thefts that 
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were under investigation.  The victim was immediately notified of the arrest so that any lingering fears could be 
somewhat minimized. 
 
There was no initial information provided to the press at the time of the initial incident as it was felt that any public 
notice of the crime could adversely impact the investigation.  The suspect, Julio Ramos, age 30, of Cliff Street was 
processed on Felony Robbery charges and remanded to DC Jail in lieu of $100,00 bail; numerous further charges are 
pending. 
 
This is yet another case of the excellent police work performed by the detective and patrol divisions.

Regarding the Tioronda Bridge, I went down there to look at the conditions and spoke with Zep, and still there is 
vegetation coming out of the bridge. 

 

Council Member Casale – Ward Three 

Attended the breakfast at Lewis Tompkins Hose, honoring the fifty fifth year of the passing of Robert Crammer.  It was a 
nice ceremony they had at the Fire House after the mass at St. Johns Church. 

Commended the Police Officers as a eighty eight year old women was beat up on Main Street by Key Food, and an arrest 
was made.  Through that arrest the Police Officers found other stolen items at the property of this criminal.  
Commendations go to the Police Officers. 

As far as daycare facilities, I also did research also.  When the gentleman from BCC was here before this Council last 
week he requested that the City of Beacon give BCC, one thousand dollars to keep them operating for two weeks to 
cover payroll.  I asked our City Attorney Richard Wolf if it was legal to give any organization money to cover payroll.  City 
attorney as supposed to get back to the Council.  In addition, this gentleman mentioned that the BCC will file 
bankruptcy, even though the City gave him the thousand dollars.  

In the meantime I reached out into the Community, Beacon Community Center takes care of fifty children for the 
afterschool program and another provider said he would take those children on for the same price we paid the Beacon 
Community Center till June, 2010. 
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Went on the internet and retrieved information about daycare facility, when you look at some of the reports it tells you 
is there any violations.  While talking to other providers they have stated that if a family does not have money to put 
their children in daycare, and qualify for DSS, they would pay twenty one dollars a day towards the program.  There are 
many families that do not want to apply for this service (DSS) as they have to provide their finances.  Scholarships are 
not giving out until the family applies for DSS. 

On a report that I received, it mentions Community Center runs a program at 29 Education Drive and one at 23 West 
Center Street.  The Community Center on 23 West Center Street, in the report it states that they are currently in a 
unresolved violations it says “yes” further it states in the report, any violations in the past two years and that also says 
“yes”.   This information comes right off the computer from New York State Office of Children and Family Services.  

So before this Council agrees to give out four thousand dollars to an organization that is looking to go bankrupt, this 
Council should really think about it, and if they are going to combine with another entity let them do what they have to 
do to get a good standing report and then give the money to them.  As you know the pool is closed up at the settlement 
camp this summer, and I believe the pool at the High School will also be closed this summer, as there are two 
renovations planned at the gymnasium.   There will be no swim program for our youths. 

I believe the City of Beacon should be collaborating with these other youth programs at this time, to figure out what the 
City of Beacon is going to do for our youths and a summer program. 

I also talked to the Kids Place and they stated that they would be willing to work with them. 

This Council should look at our money, keep it where we got it, until we decide what this City is going to do for our 
youth.

At last week’s workshop meeting I proposed that we develop a contract with the BCC for $4,000 now to continue 
existing programs, with a second payment of $4,000 contingent upon the BCC’s successfully negotiating a plan in which 
the BCC’s programs would be assumed by a financially healthy organization with a successful track record of operating 
programs and fundraising. 
 
Over the weekend I had a very good conversation with Kevin White, the Executive Director of the Newburgh Performing 
Arts Academy, which runs a very successful after-school and youth services program in Newburgh. Mr. White assured 
me that his organization is very interested in bringing the programs of the Beacon Community Center under his 
organization’s umbrella.  
 
Mr. White said that on a long-term basis he is interested in expanding what he has done in Newburgh to Beacon as well 
as to other communities in the area.  His vision for each of these satellite centers is for each to retain its autonomy and 
its city’s name as well as qualified local staff and artists. The NPAA would bring to each community its organizational, 
administrative and fundraising capabilities and its business model for how youth programs can be made self-sustaining 
through a mixture of individual donations, corporate, foundation and government support as well as affordable fees 
charged to families on behalf of their children.  In addition to after-school programs, Mr. White said he would be 
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interested in bringing additional evening and weekend youth arts classes to Beacon as he has done in Newburgh.  He 
would also seek to employ Beacon-based artists and educators in these programs. 
 
Mr. White did say that it would be important for BCC to continue in existence during this transition time period as the 
BCC has a track record of funding with the Dyson Foundation that he hopes will continue into the future even if BCC as 
an organization does not.  He also said that he is willing to collaborate with other youth service organizations in the area, 
including MLK, as well as existing school district after-school programs. 
 
So--I propose that we support these efforts by signing a contract for $4,000 with the Beacon Community Center. 
 
Youth Service Committee 
 
The discussions that we had in the last workshop revealed to me just how important it is that we reinstate the Youth 
Services Committee that former Mayor Clara Lou Gould initiated several years ago.  This Committee, which met on a 
monthly basis, was set up to bring existing youth service providers in Beacon to the table to discuss the City’s needs in 
this area and how our existing groups can work together to best serve these needs.  I recommend that the Mayor set up 
an Ad Hoc Youth Service Committee comprised of representatives from key youth service providers, the City’s 
Recreation Commission, the Beacon City School District, as well as community representatives who can study existing 
programs and make recommendations to the City. 

 

Mayor Steve K. Gold –  

I do not have a report for this evening, but will report at the next Council Meeting.  Thanked Christopher Trent for 
participating in Government as a youth. 

 
Christopher Trent – Student  - Thanks the City Council for letting him participate in the two meetings, he appreciated 
the change to seat on the Council.   It has all been an positive experience, further Mr. Trent stated that he stands behind 
this Council and if the Crew can do anything for the Council or the City they also will stand fully behind the City of 
Beacon Future.
