City of Beacon Council Minutes February 16, 2010

Regular Meeting
The regular meeting of the Beacon City Council held at the Municipal Center, One Municipal Plaza February 16,
2010 was called to order beginning with the Pledge of Allegiance to the Flag.

Mayor Steve K. Gold announced the change regarding how the Agenda will work from this date on. The first half
hour was devoted to speak about any issue that is not on the Agenda, that is concern and that the City could have a
impact on the issue, whereas the person can speak up to four minutes. Then later on in the Agenda there is
another opportunity to speak after the Council shared their comments and where anyone can speak about any
issue that is on the Agenda, whereas a person has up to four minutes to speak, this does not include Public
Hearings whereas a person has up to five minutes to speak after the reading of said Public Hearing. What the
Council agreed upon was to make it easy so people would not have to wait for the entire meeting or wait for all the
Agenda Items transpired before items are discussed regarding the Agenda, and to give a person longer to talk
about items not on the Agenda, which the Council has decided to combine the two of them during the first part of
the meeting. In summary: There will be two times for Public Comments, other than Public Hearings which will
now in the beginning of the meeting and the person will have up to four minutes to speak on any item that is on the
Agenda or not on the Agenda, and then at the end of the meeting there will be another opportunity for anyone to
speak about any concerns.

At this time Mayor Steve K. Gold, invited two members up to the podium Ethan Cohen and Chaching. The
purpose of this segment of the meeting. Ethan Cohen and Chachang are going to Beijing, China, the purpose of
these two gentlemen going to Beijing. They have a history of exchange in China of working with the Chinese
Government to exchanging art. When Mayor Gold mentioned about the friendship between Tianjin and Beacon as
the Tianjin Diplomats visited Beacon. We expressed to the Mayor that we would be going to China and would be
happy to follow up with Tianjin Diplomats. We placed a call into Ms. Wong which she introduced us to the
Chamber of Commerce of Tianjin and brainstormed on how maybe Beacon and Tianjin can do more cultural
exchanges. We have talked about doing an Arts Festival with Tianjin and Beacon or maybe a film festival as Tianjin
is very interested in promoting their film industry and the like the new movie Avatar, there is a company in Tianjin
that does 3D animation. They maybe a potential sponsor who might want to underwrite a festival, or that we can
explore American Companies as well as companies in Tianjin, but there are wonderful ways to begin a real bridge
between the two cities. Another idea that came up in conversation the goal of maybe locally in the schools
possibly a Tianjin Student Exchange to Beacon, or Beacon Students to Tianjin. Mayor Gold stated that Mr. Cohen
is the President of the Board of Trustee of www.WhiteBox.org which is a not for profit for the promotion of fine
arts. Mayor Gold thanked both gentlemen for coming to Beacon and your efforts taking time out for being
ambassadors for the City of Beacon. At this time Mr. Cohen presented a gift to the City of Beacon for the Mayor’s
Office, which is a shadow puppet from China which is handmade, hand painted which he stated that he would like
to present it to the Council and the Mayor.

At this time the Mayor, introduce Vane Lashua who is a liaison spearheading the Census 2010 in the City of Beacon.
On Record what the Census is, what it isn’t, and a brief summary so it communicates the importance. Every ten
years in the United States we are mandated by the Constitution to recount all citizens. The purpose of the recount
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is to allocate seats in our congress. If all the citizens in California move to New York and left California empty
because its broke, they still would retain all their representatives even though their population has changed
significantly. So as the population of the United States has changed over the years, the representation in Congress
is re-allocated for that reason.

Unfortunately this year it looks like New York is losing population compared to other States, especially, in the
South, South East and South West. It is very important that everyone is counted in New York so our fair of
representatives of congress who make laws, to distribute the money to help communicate our needs to the
Congress and the Community and to make our participation fair is very important.

What is going on right now and in the immediate future within the next several weeks, all the citizens in Beacon
will receive all the residences in the Beacon every doorway will receive a letter from the Census Department,
which includes a questionnaire. This questionnaire consists of ten questions, which are related to: Name, Number
of people living in the residence. If there is more than one person living at the residence there are additional
questions that would need to answered regarding each resident. It is the responsibility of the owner, the property,
the renter, the leaser, whoever is the main resident at that house to complete this form and return it. If this form is
NOT returned by the middle of April, a new questionnaire maybe sent out, or people from the Census Bureau will
be sent out. One of the interesting things that was noted it costs forty four cents to return the envelope to have the
Census Bureau open each questionnaire and counted. It cost one hundred dollars to come to your door to ask the
questions. That means it costs the taxpayers one hundred dollars. It would be nice if everyone would participate
and return the questionnaires. One of the questions that come up all the time is confidentially, who is to be
counted. The census takers and the people in the Census Bureau are forbidden by law to share personal data with
any agency in the government, a psychologist, a doctor is forbidden by law including sharing information with a
spouse. There are criminal penalties for doing so. The other part of the Census that is important is the cultural
questions that comes up and it is a matter of tracking various kinds of identity so the government can use this
information to see how the population is changing. There is a new method since 2000, collecting most of the data,
annual random surveys to a number of people in the population. It is not everybody. It takes ten minutes to
complete this Census Form. The special form and the special person who were randomly selected in the
population will answer very in-depth questions about the household. Again, to reiterate again the personal
information is confidential. Mr. Dutch stated that he substituted at Beacon High School for four different classes,
which I asked each class what they knew about the Census, and unfortunately maybe two or three youths in each
class of twenty knew what the Census was, or knew that it was coming up this year. This is not a healthy
statement about our youth, seniors and juniors in high school, who will become eighteen, citizens, because of the
importance of knowing of having representation in Congress. It is part of our Constitution, something that we all
need to be aware of. One of the places we need to focus on is spreading the word, which is helpful to remind
others. For the next ten years the data collected by April 1stis what counts as our representation. In addition the
City receives money which is based on the Census, including grants and future money that we get from the State
and the Federal Government it is very important that everyone gets counted. It was noted that four hundred
billion dollars annually is distributed one way or the other.

First Opportunity for Public Comments: Pertaining to any item, including the Agenda Items. Maximum time for this

section is thirty minutes. Maximum time for individual Public Comment is Four Minutes:

Keith Milkove - resident and also a volunteer on the Human Relation Commission. Mr. Milkove wanted to briefly
explain what the Human Relations Commission goal is. The Commission meets the first Monday of every month, at
7:30pm, current location is at the Veterans Building at 413 Main Street. Contact Phone Number is 845-838-5094,
please leave a message. The Commission has several sub-committees which are Employment, Housing, Police
Community Related Issues, Health, Aging and Disability, and a committee for Youth Education. At this time there
are eight members on the Commission and can have up to fifteen total, so this Commission is looking for seven
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additional members. In particular the Commission is looking for a person who is bilingual in Spanish so that we
can represent the Spanish Community in the City of Beacon.

Lawrence LaDue - 13 Catherine Street - Back in May, 2009 he received a notice from the Assessor that my
property was incorrectly assessed, as a non-homestead property from 2002. He challenged the assessment and
was giving a refund for the previous three years, as the current statue. Is there any possibility of going back from
the three years to taxes which was overpaid? Mayor Gold asked Mr. LaDue to contact his office and he will discuss
this with him.

Kevin Byrne - 61 Tioronda Avenue - Regarding Fishkill Creek Development. Mr. Byrnes was involved with the
Committee which he studied the Fishkill Creek Development projects that are proposed for that area. There are
many impacts concerns which a report was written. Some of the main points would be the buffer zone would be
enacted in order to protect the environmental quality of the Fishkill Creek, that a right away be maintained, so that
a planned Greenway Trail would be continuance from the Train Station to the Round House at the very least. But
Zoning Changes did not include this accommodations of the trail would be probably be short sided, and would need
to be looked at very closely, also the implications of the amount of dwelling units in that area, which was increased,
this also would need to be looked at very closely. This should not be passed with careful review. There are plenty
of large lot developments, that are currently pending, and if the City Council wants to expedite this process, but
careful review and full understanding of impacts, costs and what is being proposed, which should be conformed to
the Comprehensive Plan and the goals of the residents of the City of Beacon. He would like to know if there was
some record of what was submitted.

Jim Korn - 19 South Brett Street - Pertaining to Edgewater, the City Planner, David Stolman was at the City
Workshop of February 8t, since the Comprehensive Plan adopted a Negative Declaration Plan for five hundred
units, if this number was lowered to three hundred it would be acceptable. The logic of this is faulty because it
assumes that the Comprehensive Plan was correct, thorough and complete. Furthermore, the ways things have
gone is don’t worry, approve now and we will get to the details now. Now that the City is getting to the details or
asked that the preliminary finding was correct. All the studies that have been approved do not help us visualize
three hundred units up to four and half stories on the hillside to protect the viewsheds. There was presentation
that was giving at last Monday Nights Workshop. The City Council should look at this in a holistically way for these
projects. In summary the resolution should be tabled, a negative declaration is premature; there is more work to
be done.

Ray Clary =- 27 Eliza Street - A gentleman by the name of Mr. Cordoza applied for a Mother-In-Law special use
permit. He wished to add to house at not sure if this is a single family, but looks like a double family from the
street. Did his request get approved? Received a letter awhile back to add a driveway on this property. If this is a
one family dwelling he has over seventy five hundred feet of driveway ending with a two car garage. How many
cars does he drive at one time? In the past three years calls were made to the law enforcement because of wild
parties, children running the streets at all hours. By adding more driveways and more vehicles of city residents
this will add more headaches to the problem.

Hank Dutch - Spring Valley Street - There is going to be a period that is going to show a lot of growth in this City.
As much as we would hold it in the past, it is just not going to happen. We have needs, expansion needs. By
enlarge there has been a lot of transparency at these meetings, but Mr. Dutch believes that there is not enough
information being passed around. One of the important concerns is the infrastructure in this City. All over the
country the infrastructure is starting to fail. How is the City going to finance the service need that is created by
growth? Impacts fees are going to be important no matter what name you call them. He also has concerns about
wastewater, as there are present problems, as the sewer system is antiquated. The Federal Government is starting
to crack down and they should on some of the problems pertaining the Hudson River and the Fishkill Creek. There
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are precepts of law, 1) Home Rule Authority which says the Municipality has the right to legislation to classify
properties to work impact fees and other types of fees. Mr. Dutch heard that impact fees are not illegal in New
York State. Wastewater is one of the Municipalities biggest assets. Funding will be very critical for this, as it is a
big component of urban growth.

Gary Wood - 110 Anderson Street - He is in opposition of the Edgewater Property. The developer in question
should be characterized as a speculator. This person has numerous properties and variances in the City and is
delinquent state and a detritus to the City. Rezoning this property the City is basically just handing him money. He
does not have to do anything with the property he can turn around and sell it. This is an absurd action by this
Council. There will be increased services and traffic and the only thing that would come out of this, is that he will
double his money.

Tim McElduff - Law firm of Drake Loeb in New Windsor - which he represents about twenty homestead
properties in the City of Beacon who are applicants of the sixty three applications that are before you. Some
highlights before any decisions are made. All of his clients (taxpayers) are entitled up to three years of refunds on
taxes due to mathematically error. The City of Beacon has admitted that up to twelve years the commercial
property taxes have been calculated incorrectly and the non-homestead residents were over charged. These
applications were filed with the Dutchess County Real Property Tax Service that agency makes a recommendation
to the Municipality, and then you as a taxing body makes a determination. The decision of the D.C. Real Property is
not binding it is just an investigation. They denied all of the application for all the same reasons. The first is for
the 2006 fiscal year because it was untimely and do not have a dispute there. For the years 2007 and 2008 it is the
opposition and has to grant the refund. The overcharges already have been admitted. All these refunds need to be
granted.

Ronald Piccone - 8 Eliza Street - Along the same lines as Attorney McElduff there a few questions that he would
like to be address. Addressing the Mayor, a question was asked if the Attorney General was going to be notified,
was he? My understanding that it was twelve years and notes that this administration was not there term. How
did the formula went from correct to incorrect? Thirteen years ago it was correct and then twelve years ago
incorrect. In 2008 there was a fifty two percent error to the non-homesteads, it's not personal is comes down to
dollars.

Community Segment: Beacon Volunteer Ambulance - Peter Fiorse along with Antony Tseng, Nick
Chuchilli and Danny Vasquez

The certification has been complete. Hired a full time operation manager last Spring, who is Danny Vasquez,
Hired Seven EMT’s over the Summer and hired six paramedics just last month

Prior years we only had volunteers who staffed about half of the EMT’s shift, we sub-contracted out to Alamo
Employees for the other half of our shift. Bringing the support in house was a substantial savings. They get
dispatched on an average of forty three times a week, and the paramedic goes out approximately twenty three
times a week On those time we take approximately twenty nine patients to local hospitals each week. Seventeen
of those were trips with paramedics. On behalf of the officers and members and now the employees of BVAC took
the time to thank Mayor Gold, City Administrator Meredith Robson and the Council, in addition, Tim Dexter, Tim
Joseph of the Fire Department and Chief Scofield of the Police Department and members of the community who
gave BVAC the support that allowed us to be motivated to make this a reality.
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City Administrator - Meredith Robson - stated that how wonderful it has been since we started out a little
shaky, in terms on how to provide the services in the residence and BVAC has stepped up and have provided all
the information that was requested. There are meetings held regularly. For the Council and Community this has
been the best of both worlds.

Council Member Kelly stated that they were in the process of the Fire Department Study, which BVAC should be
contacted, so they are award of how the operations work.

WHEREAS, the City Council determined that the Proposed Action is a Type I action pursuant to Article 8 of the
Environmental Conservation Law, Part 617 NYCRR (commonly known as "SEQRA"); and

WHEREAS, the City Council determined that the Proposed Action is an action for which there are no other Involved
Agencies and that the City Council is therefore, by default, the Lead Agency for the Proposed Action; and

WHEREAS, the proposed Local Law serves to implement the Comprehensive Plan which the City Council adopted
on December 17, 2007; and

WHEREAS, the adoption of the Comprehensive Plan was preceded by the preparation of a Draft Generic
Environmental Impact Statement (DGEIS) and, pursuant to Part 61 7.9(a)(5)(i), the adoption of a Negative
Declaration thereon; and

WHEREAS, an Environmental Assessment Form (EAF) has been prepared regarding the Proposed Action, for the
purpose of updating the environmental analysis which was performed for the Comprehensive Plan; and

WHEREAS, the City Council is thoroughly familiar with said Environmental Assessment Form.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED, that based upon the Environmental Assessment Form which has been
prepared regarding the Proposed Action, the City Council hereby determines that the Proposed Action will not
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have a significant adverse impact on the environment, and hereby adopts the Negative Declaration based upon the
reasoning provided therein, thereby completing the SEQRA process for the Proposed Action; and

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City Council hereby directs the filing of the attached Negative Declaration as
shown thereon.

Local Laws and Ordinances

Local Law 2 of 2010 - Adoption of Proposed Local Law Creating a New RD 1-7 Designed Residence Zoning
District

City Administrator read the Adoption of Proposed Local Law Creating a New RD 1-7 Designed Residence
Zoning District. (See Attached Document)

Motion by Council Member Fredericks to Adoption of Proposed Local Law Creating a New RD 1-7 Designed
Residence Zoning District, Seconded by Council Member Pasti.

Council Member Mansfield questioned the Impact Fees, asked if it was appropriate at this time to discuss this
item.

Mayor Gold stated that the Council went into some discussion about the degree in which when you do a Zoning
you look at impact and the degree when actually doing the development. When the developer goes to the Planning
Board with plans, the Planning Board reviews what they are. They may be changes that would be made via a
maximum about of density may be reduced upon its topographic, the particular layout and the roads that need to
be put in. All this may be reduced. Since we do not know what the configuration will be and because the plans are
not presented to the Council the discussion of an impact fee it could be raised by the City Council separately, it
could be raised then at the Planning Board; it would not be anything the Council would talk about regarding this
RD 1.7. If the City would adopt an Impact Fee type then it would be through a separate type of Local Law or
Resolution.

Council Member Mansfield, questioned if the impact and traffic study was done prior to this to inform the
Council. As he has a lot of concerns about the potential development to many people in the community. The
Council discussed escrow payments about mitigation about traffic concerns, and there are concerns about this
mitigation measures and that if it would be feasible. So at this time would this be addressed?

Mayor Steve Gold stated that the City of Beacon Planner advised the Council to do. That this issues would be
addressed at the Planning Board level when the developer comes forward with whatever the plans are and the
impacts of those plans are assessed and they take a broader look as the Council has. The Planning Board will also
do an impact study which will be the final study. If it is determined that some remediation is needed for traffic or
for conveyance which then the idea of setting up an escrow fund would probably would take place at the Planning
Board level, there may be something they may have to do to bring it up to our level to approve some kind of Pre-
Resolution. The cost of service recommended by the Comprehensive Study, and was recommended by the
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Comprehensive Planning Committee and in fact at a higher level of density. The specifics will be worked out by the
Planning Board, and it may come back to the City Council upon Site Approval and would have another say about it.
It has worked very well now at in the past that the Planning Board take Lead Agency. There may be some level of
additional inside that this Council may want to do and possibly take Lead Agency.

Council Member Kelly stated that he understands what the Mayor stated, he further stated that he believes that
the Council would feel more comfortable if we approach the Planning Board that there is an issue that has come to
us this nexus this impact of units there, which will cost the City some infrastructure money and how do we have
the developers may for this. They have to be particularly focused on that issue when any of the plans come
forward. The City Council does not want to be the planning board as the City of Beacon already has a planning
board. The Planning Board should be aware that we as elected officials are getting questions regarding how this
would be addressed.

Mayor Steve Gold explained that he did converse with the Planning Board Chairman, Jay Sheer regarding that
issue and suggested to have a joint meeting with the Planning Board and the Council to communicate to the
Planning Board, what the town it is that we are handing to them and the roll that the City Council would like them
to play. This is going to be very new to the Planning Board as there has not been a lot of development of this
magnitude in a very long time. So, the Planning Board will be stepping up and looking at things in a different way
as they have before. The Mayor further stated to Council Member Kelly, that the Council should have a joint
meeting with the City of Beacon’s Planning Board to get some input on what role the Planning Board wants to play
and in addition what the City Council wants to play, as we have in the past. All parties agreed that this was a good
idea to have a joint meeting, including the City Planner David Stolman.

City Attorney stated that one can present their views of the Planning Board in many different ways, one of which
is what the Mayor has suggested. It needs to be clear that they have independent jurisdiction to come up with a
decision, the approvals on their own. The input of the Council would be welcomed by a sister agency and there is
no hostility there, but the Planning Board is the ultimate decision makers after they take everything under
consideration.

Council Member Casale stated that he has a few questions. 1) Because it is a multi-family does it come back to the
Council for a Special Use Permit? Mayor Gold and City Attorney stated that they believe it will be brought to the
Council as a Special Use Permit which includes setting a Public Hearing. 2) If the Council cannot pass the impact
study, the Mayor said that we can pass the impact, but one can contest it to improve our infrastructure. Council
Member Casale believes the Planning Board hands are tied. In prior years, when Council Member Casale was a
member of the Planning Board and developments came before the board, with the increase of additional drainage
in a drainage pipe that had a problem the Planning Board was told that the developer only had to mitigate the
drainage that they were adding to that pipe, and did not have to improve the pipe, they just had to mitigate the
amount of drainage they were adding to that pipe. The City of Beacon’s biggest infrastructure problem is inflow
down streams. They are only putting sanitary sewer into the sewer line. Council Member Casale doubts very
much that anybody going to tell them that they are putting a burden on the City of Beacon’s sewer line, because of
the little bit of sewage that they are putting in there. The City of Beacon sewer lines can handle this if there is no
inflow. Unless there is a Proposed Local Law that the City of Beacon receives up front money to make bigger sewer
lines, he believes that the Council will not be able to make a developer fix this problem, or give the City to fix that
problem. This will not change his mind on how he votes this evening. The fact that Council Member Casale
brought this to the table so people here thinking that the Council is going to make the developer fix a problem that
has been in existence for years. There is a good possibility that the City cannot make a developer to fix the
infrastructure due to inflow, as the City has a lot of inflow in other places in the City.
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City Attorney stated that the City of Beacon cannot make the developer the insurer of the City’s existence.
Mitigation leaves plenty of room site specific and project specific to work something out.

Mayor Gold stated that the way our City Planner described this scenario that was brought to the table this evening
is that even if there are consequences now of the delivery system of the sewage are problematic, which they are
going to add to that. The City can determine that it is the amount that is going to be added it has made it
unacceptable for the City to let it remain as is. The City Planner further stated that there is more that can be done
to remit iGATE. It is best that this Council does not necessarily need to handle issue as in the past, but handle them
at the present time, as a lot has changed since 1980, when Council Member Casale was on the Planning Board.
The point that Council Member Casale brought up was a good one, but the Mayor thinks that the way the City
Planner responded to it now is differently than the way it was done before. As far as the impact fees, what was
being discussed about that was not this nexus and even what Council Member Casale stated was actually a nexus.
[t was a cause and specific effect and does not need to be on the property it could be a half a mile to a mile away.

Council Member Mansfield with all this projected additional tax revenue in the cost benefit analysis that it may
not reflect in the future of reduction taxes but be applied to making these infrastructure improvements so this is a
concern, we do not want all this money or potential additional monies being spent even though it would be great to
improve our present infrastructure we cannot continue to grow without improving the infrastructure, but it would
be nice to get both. Mayor Gold stated that what Council Member Mansfield is valid, but the tax revenue that
would be brought into the City from the units would help to defray the costs, when the infrastructure would need
to be replaced. Council Member Mansfield stated that it would be nice if the City could apply some of the revenue
from these units to reduce taxes and by some form of impact fees have additional monies applied to the
infrastructure. Mayor Gold reminded the Council that the revenue is yearly.

Council Member Landisi stated that having a joint meeting with the Council and Planning Board would be a lot
more comfortable. As Council Member Mansfield, he also has some concerns with the development itself. He
further stated that he does not have a problem with the Rezoning of the RD 1.7, but concerns with the
development. He looks forward to sitting down with the Planning Board to share ideas. Even though they have the
authority over the Council at least they can hear our concerns also.

Council Member Mansfield stated that the Planning Board does not have the contact that the constituents as the
Council do. This is an important conduit that the Council can provide.

On January 15, 2009 around mid-day, an 82 yr old woman was mugged and robbed of her purse. She sustained
facial injuries as a result of the attack that required medical treatment. The incident occurred in the area of Key
Foods on Main Street. Officers responded to the call and rendered aid to the victim within moments, but the
perpetrator had fled the area on a bicycle. Officers located a potential suspect in the vicinity; however, a positive
ID could not be made at the time.

Through the diligent efforts of the detective division, evidence was gathered that led to further scrutiny and
eventual the positive ID of the initial suspect. A search warrant was obtained and subsequently executed at the
suspect’s place of residence yesterday morning (January 26th.) He was taken into custody and the search of the
residence led to the discovery of evidence tying him to the robbery/mugging/assault, as well as evidence from
numerous recent thefts that were under investigation. The victim was immediately notified of the arrest so that
any lingering fears could be somewhat minimized.

There was no initial information provided to the press at the time of the initial incident as it was felt that any public
notice of the crime could adversely impact the investigation. The suspect, Julio Ramos, age 30, of Cliff Street was
processed on Felony Robbery charges and remanded to DC Jail in lieu of $100,00 bail; numerous further charges
are pending.

This is yet another case of the excellent police work performed by the detective and patrol divisions.

[ wanted to convey to you the exceptional work of the 01/04/2010 C-Line Patrol officers in regards to the

Acknowledgment of Prior Employment by Beacon Terminal Associates

At prior Council meetings a Beacon resident has stated his belief that several of the Council members have
relationships with developers that may pose a conflict of interest with regard to properties that are under
consideration for zoning changes. Since it is common knowledge that Bil Ehrlich is one of the individuals behind
the development of the Edgewater Property—which is located in an area of Beacon for which a zoning change is
being considered tonight—and it is also common knowledge that at one time I was employed by Bil Ehrlich, I
wanted to take a few moments to address this situation.

When I first moved to Beacon [ worked for Beacon Terminal Associates, a company owned by Bil Ehrlich, from June
2002 through September 2003, (16 months). My job in Beacon was to help launch a non-profit gallery on Main
Street called the Beacon Project Space and to help set-up and run a non-profit organization called the Beacon
Cultural Foundation in which Bil Ehrlich was involved as a contributing Board member. At no time did I report
directly to Mr. Ehrlich, but to others who were in his employ. | worked for the Beacon Cultural Foundation for 7
months, from October 2003 through April 2004, when I left to build my consulting practice. Because it has been
almost six years since I was employed by Mr. Ehrlich or had any direct financial relationship with him or his
companies, I do not believe that there is a conflict or an appearance of a conflict of interest in my voting on
proposed zoning changes that may affect properties that may be owned or operated by Mr. Ehrlich or his
companies.

Pub Crawl

[ have received numerous comments relative to the upcoming Pub Crawl from constituents of mine who live in
Ward 4. Since Ward 4 houses several establishments that have been involved in the Pub Crawl, this event is a
concern to many residents. The individuals to whom I have spoken have expressed concern that this year’s event
be different from last year’s event or not take place at all. I explained to them that because this is not an official
City event, it is not something that the City can officially cancel, nor can it stop people from coming to Beacon and
patronizing our bars and restaurants even if the Pub Crawl were to be canceled.
