RE: TOD Support

I am writing to express my enthusiasm for the City of Beacon's proposed transit oriented
development (TOD). In its partnership with the Metropolitan Transportation Authority, the City.
has a chance to create a model project that will help to revitalize Beacon's historic waterfront
while facilitating a more sustainable approach to regional growth.

Concentrating development in urban centers, and especially around transit, helps prevent the
proliferation of sprawling auto-dependent developments which eat up acres and acres of our
region's open spaces. Not only does TOD offer our region great a way to grow in urban centers,
it also offers us an opportunity to reduce our region's collective carbon footprint. What's more,
TODs have been shown to be great catalysts for economic development and business growth.

The built environment is a primary contributor to climate change and greenhouse gas (GHG)
emissions. Today, organizations like ICLEI - Local Governments for Sustainability USA, Inc.
and the Regional Plan Association are partnering to studying the benefits of vartous TOD
projects as a way to better understand the role they can play in our collective effort to combat
global climate change. TOD is a part of implementing regional smart growth planning and a very
real strategy to help combat global climate change.

How and where we choose to grow can have a significant impact in reducing the amount of time
we spend in our cars, also known as "vehicle miles traveled" or VMT. According to the
American Planning Association, promoting compact development, high density development
arranged to encourage pedestrianism, bicycle and transit use, transit oriented development, and
mixed-use development can significantly reduce VMT and associated GHG emissions.

TOD presents a great alternative to sprawl. In Growing Cooler, the authors warn that if
sprawling development continues to fuel growth in driving, the projected 48 percent increase in
the total miles driven between 2005 and 2030 will overwhelm expected gains from vehicle
efficiency and low-carboen fuels. According to lead author Reid Ewing, "Curbing emissions from
cars depends on a three-legged stool: improved vehicle efficiency, cleaner fuels, and a reduction
in driving... When viewed in total, the evidence on land use and driving shows that compact
development will reduce the need to drive between 20 and 40 percent, as compared with
development on the outer suburban edge with isolated homes, workplaces, and other
destinations. It is realistic to assume a 30 percent cut in VMT with compact development.” With
ready access to transit, that percentage may be even higher.

When coupled with 'green building' practices, TODs can have an even greater impact on climate
change. About 75% of the electricity used in the country goes toward heating, cooling, and
lighting buildings. Since over 70% of ¢lectrical energy is generated by conventional electrical
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power sources such as coal- and gas-fired generation plants, reducing the amount of power
consumed by buildings is as important to addressing climate change as reduction of auto
emissions.

Because of the development's location on Beacon's waterfront along the Hudson River, it is
paramount that the project reflects the highest quality design standards. I encourage the City
continue its ongoing efforts to facilitate a robust public input process throughout all phases of
this project. As a Greenway Compact Community, I also encourage the City to follow the
principles outlined the Dutchess County Greenway Compact, Greenway Connections. In doing
so, Beacon can ensure that the development does not become a barrier to the Hudson River, but
rather, serves to reconnect the City to its waterfront.

Once again, I commend the City and the MTA for partnering on this important project. This
project can be a model for sustainable development within the Hudson River Valley and beyond.

RE: Energy Bulletin — Central Hudson Meets With Community Service Agencies — Utility And
Organizations Share Information On Assistance Programs

Representatives from nonprofit and community service agencies throughout the Hudson Valley
attended the 13th biennia! Outreach Forum held last month by Central Hudson, allowing service
organizations and the utility to share information on assistance programs they offer. Agencies
and organizations representing seniors and disabled individuals as well as those assisting
residents experiencing financial difficulties attended.

Central Hudson's Powerful Opportunity Program (POP) was reviewed, which offers eligible
customers with past due balances of $100 or more a discount of $50 to $225 off their regular
budget bill each month, based on energy usage, household size and income. The program also
offers arrears forgiveness benefits, allowing past due balances to be suspended from collection
activity and forgiven over a 24- to 36-month period when participants pay their budget bill in full
and on-time each month.

In addition, POP participants receive an incentive credit, which is applied to their Central
Hudson account and is equal to the amount of one monthly discounted budget bill, after the
participant pays four consecutive monthly discounted budget bills. Furthermore, they are
automatically referred to Empower New York, a state program assisting participants in reducing
their use. There are-currently 1,000 customers enrolled in the program and a waiting list has

begun.

Central Hudson's other payment assistance programs and services, such as the Good Neighbor
Fund and Life Support program, were presented, as well as information on SavingsCentral,
Central Hudson's suite of energy efficiency programs for residences and businesses. Several
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agency representatives presented information on programs offered through their organizations,
such as HEAP, weatherization assistance, and more.

"By sharing program information, both Central Hudson and our local agencies can do a better
job in assisting individuals experiencing hardships," said Charles A. Freni, Senior Vice President
of Customer Services.

CENTRAL HUDSON ELECTRICITY BILLS AMONG LOWEST IN NEW YORK

The most recent electric utility trade report shows Central Hudson Gas & Electric Corporation's
electric bills were lowest in New York State for commercial and industrial customers, and
second-lowest for residential customers. The report, issued in October by the Edison Electric

Institute (EE), a nationwide utility trade) organization, covers utility electricity prices as of July,
2009.

"Central Hudson strives to operate as a low-cost utility, and we continually seck opportunities to
reduce expenses while maintaining service levels," said Carl E. Meyer, President and Chief
Operating Office. "We also carefully monitor the energy markets in purchasing electricity and
natural gas on behalf of our customers, with the goal of reducing price supply cost volatility.”
Purchased electricity and natural gas is sold at cost, without markup, and typically represents
about half of a residential customer's bill.

The EEI report shows Central Hudson's commercial customers, which include small- and mid-
sized businesses, schools, churches and municipal facilities, paid electricity prices that were two-
thirds that of the state average, and more than 50 percent less than the New York City
metropolitan region. Industrial customers paid less than half the state average and 3.5 times less
than the metropolitan region. Residential customers also paid lower electricity prices that were
15 percent below the state average and two-thirds that of the metropolitan arca.

With the restructuring of the electric utility a decade ago, Central Hudson became solely a
delivery company that purchases energy on behalf of customers who choose not to buy from a
competitive supplier. At current commodity prices, electric supply typically represents about 50
percent of a residential customer's bill, but that percentage can vary based upon the amount of
energy supplied and its cost.

"We will continue to search for ways to further contain costs for electric service,” said Meyer.
"However, out- customers should also be aware that taxes and mandated programs add
significantly to their utility bills."
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He pointed out that in 2008, about 25 percent of delivery charges were composed of taxes and
surcharges. Recent increases to the MTA tax and the Section 18a charges, used to fund state
operating expenses, will add further to customers' bills.

For example, of the typical monthly residential bill of 500 kilowatt-hours in July, 2009 that
totaled $76, approximately $35 was devoted to supply costs, and more than $10 to taxes and
surcharges. Approximately $31, or 40 percent, was retained by Central Hudson to operate and

maintain the region's electric infrastructure system and to provide a fair return to shareholders on
the investment capital they provided.

"Our customers have told us that they need reliable service at a reasonable price, and these are
our priorities," said Meyer. "Our goal is to better serve our customers cost effectively.”

CHAPTER 23
EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE
§ 23-1. Creation

There shall be a Emergency Management Committee appointed by the Mayor, which shall consist of 11
members which shall include the City Administrator, the Building Inspector, the Chief of Police, the
Superintendent of Streets, the Superintendent of Water and Sewer, the Chief of the Beacon Volunteer
Ambulance Corps, the Fire Chief and the Superintendent of the Beacon City School District. The
Emergency Management Coordinator will be responsible for convening the Committee when an
emergency situation arises. The appointed City of Beacon and school district representatives shall serve
as long as each holds his or her respective offices. The ninth, 10th and 11th members, chosen from the
community, shall serve a three-year term.

§ 23-2. Vacancies

If a vacancy shall occur other than by expiration of term, it shall be filled by appointment for the
unexpired term.

§ 23-3. Removal of members.

Any member of the Emergency Management Committee may be removed by the appointing authority
for cause and after a public hearing.

§ 23-4. Compensation.

Members of the Emergency Management Committee shall receive no payment for their services as
members of the Committee. The municipal officials on such Committee shail not, by reason of
membership thereon, forfeit their right to exercise the power, perform the duties or receive the
compensation of the municipal office held by them during such membership.

§ 23-5. Emergency Management Plan

The Emergency Management Committee shall prepare and provide for updating a comprehensive
emergency management for the protection of the residents of the City of Beacon in the event of a public
disaster. (See Chapter 19, Continuity of Government.) This Committee will routinely review and update
the plan to ensure that current information and direction is provided. The Emergency Management
Coordinator shall ensure that all appropriate agents and/or agencies receive copies of this plan and that
all copies are tracked following issuance to allow for proper updating and avaitability. He/she shall also
provide for the updating of these copies and will ensure that this updating occurs at least semiannually
and/or more frequently if needed. The Mayor shall be notified in writing of all changes and/or updates
to the plan.



§ 23-7. Schedule of meetings.

The Emergency Management Committee shall meet monthly or as otherwise to update the Emergency

Management Plan.
